What are the hours of operation of Chat ‘N’ Chill? 
7 days per week from 12 PM to 7 PM.  Closed on Christmas day and Good Friday. 
 
Where is Chat ‘N’ Chill located? 
On Stocking Island about one mile across the harbor from George Town, Exuma; a 5-minute boat ride. 
 
What is the Latitude/Longitude of Chat 'N' Chill? 

• Latitude  23◦ 31’ N  
• Longitude 75◦ 45’ W 

 
Where is KB from? 
KB was born Kenneth Delano Bowe in a village called The Forest on Great Exuma, Bahamas. 
 
What airport do I fly into to get there? 
George Town (GGT), Exuma, Bahamas, then rent a car or take a taxi to the government dock and call 
the George Town Water Taxi or Chat ‘N’ Chill water taxi on VhF 16 to pick you up. 
 
Can I drive on Stocking Island? 
No, there are no cars on Stocking Island. 
 
What is the size of Stocking Island, The Exumas, and The Islands of The Bahamas? 
Stocking Island is 3 1/3 mile long and approximately 1/3 mile wide at its widest point. 
The Exumas are a collection of 365 cays and islands stretching over 120 miles. Two main islands, Great 
Exuma and Little Exuma, form the southern tip. 
The Islands Of The Bahamas is a 100,000-sq-mile archipelago that extends over 500 miles of the 
clearest water in the world. Our 700 islands, including uninhabited cays and large rocks, total an 
estimated land area of 5,382 sq miles, and register a highest land elevation of 206 ft. 
 
What is the population of Stocking Island, The Exumas and The Islands of The Bahamas? 
The population of Stocking Island is 30 people. 
The population of The Exumas is approximately 3500 people. 
The population of The Islands of The Bahamas is “somewhere to the north of 305,000” (according to 
the Ministry of Tourism’s website, bahamas.com). 
 
What is the currency of The Bahamas? 
The Bahamian Dollar, which is on par 1 to 1 with US Dollar.  Both are accepted throughout. 
 
What forms of payment are accepted at Chat ‘N’ Chill? 
Cash and traveler’s checks.
